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Well permits issued by Riverside County in 2007 are also discussed in Chapter 5. During
2007, twenty-five (25) permits were issued including four (4) for the construction of agricultural
wells. Of those four, three (3) are privately owned and one (1) is a replacement municipal well
for Lake Hemet Municipal Water District (LHMWD). All of the wells currently participate in the
monitoring programs. Of the remaining permits, nine (9) were issued for small domestic wells,
four (4) were issued for cathodic protection wells; and eight (8) were well abandonment permits.

Additionally, Chapter 5 discusses water sources including recycled water, surface water,
and precipitation, as well as conjunctive use/groundwater recharge, river diversions, and
groundwater storage. Figure 2 shows water sources as monthly amounts of groundwater,
recycled water, surface water, and rainfall (San Jacinto) in 2007.

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The current water supply is comprised of groundwater, surface water, imported water,
and recycled water. Figure 3 presents relative percentage contribution of each water supply
component.

Imported water purchased from the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California
(MWD) totaled 9,499 acre feet. Of that, 7,160 acre feet were used to meet current demand and
2,339 acre feet were recharged into the groundwater basins. A total of 1,074 acre feet of
surface water were diverted from the San Jacinto River by LHMWD and put to direct use.
Eastern Municipal Water District (EMWD) did not take or divert any surface water due to low
river flows. Recycled water use accounted for 5,959 acre feet of demand.

It is estimated that the amount of groundwater in storage increased by about 9,100 acre
feet from 2006 to 2007.

In a collaborative effort initiated in 2004, EMWD, LHMWD, and the cities of Hemet and
San Jacinto agreed to purchase and recharge State Project Water. The 2006 goal of 6,000
acre feet couldn't be met during the calendar year so recharge continued into 2007 and
recharge was also initiated toward the 2007 goal of 6,000 acre feet. Figure 4 shows State
Project Water (SPW) recharge at the Conjunctive Use and Grant Avenue Ponds during calendar
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year 2007. During the first four months of the year, 1,517 acre feet of SPW recharge completed
the 2006 recharge goal and 822 acre feet were recharged toward the 2007 recharge goal.

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Due to the dry conditions and the level of demands in its service area, MWD curtailed
Replenishment Service effective May 1, 2007. Therefore, no water was recharged at either the
Conjunctive Use or Grant Avenue Ponds subsequent to that date. MWD will continue
evaluating the availability of Replenishment Water Service and provide member agencies with
updates as supply, demand, and operating conditions change. In the meantime, MWD is
making its best efforts, working cooperatively with its member agencies, to ensure that
Replenishment Water Service orders are filled as soon as conditions allow.

When there is sufficient flow in the San Jacinto River, EMWD may divert up to 5,760
acre feet of river water. When diversion is possible, EMWD recharges the water at the Grant
Avenue Ponds to be withdrawn for use at a later. During 2007, there was insufficient flow and
no diversions occurred. Figure 5 shows EMWD'’s diversion records for the last twenty years.
This graph indicates the uncertainty of water available for recharge. As a matter of record,
diversion was only possible in nine of those twenty years with EMWD receiving the maximum
diversion only once.

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As part of the Monitoring Program, a cooperative effort with the U.S. Geological Survey
(USGS) monitored the San Jacinto River at Bautista Creek. In addition, the USGS also
monitors flows at other stations along the river such as the gauging station near Cranston
Ranger Station. During 2007, only 195 acre feet of water passed the Cranston gauge, and 122
acre feet were recorded at Bautista Creek.

Chapter 6: 2007 Financial Considerations, provides financial information for the coming
year.

In summary, the Monitoring Program is conducted under a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU), dated May 23, 2006, covering 2006 through 2008 and is expected to
cost $112,000 annually. State Project Water for recharge of the basins is not currently available
from MWD so funding is not budgeted under the Interim Water Supply Plan for the purchase of
imported water for recharge in 2008. The cost for the Integrated Regional Water Management
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Plan is estimated at $94,176. EMWD, LHMWD, and the cities of Hemet and San Jacinto will
share the cost of the programs and each entity's contribution is outlined in Chapter 6.
